Qualitative assessment to explore the dynamics of 

cross-generational sex in Jamaica



Ladies/Gentlemen:

The Academy for Educational Development (AED), a USAID recipient, is hereby seeking a proposal from qualified organizations to carry out an assessment to explore the dynamics of cross-generational sex in Jamaica, fully described in the Scope of Work section of this Request for Proposals (RFP).  This service is being procured for the USAID Communication for Change Program (C-Change). This activity is managed by AED.  In issuing this RFP, AED/C-Change is not acting as an agent or on behalf of USAID, and USAID is not a party to any subcontract resulting from this RFP.

If your firm will be submitting a proposal, please submit one electronic copy of your proposal, and all supporting documents, duly completed and signed (scanned signatures are acceptable) to Kathleen O’Rourke via email at korourke@aed.org.  If you decide to submit a proposal, it must be received no later than the closing date.  All proposals submitted must be valid for a period of at least ninety (90) calendar days from the closing date indicated above. All proposals, and modifications to them, should be submitted with the name and address of the offeror and RFP Number inscribed thereon.

Evaluation and ranking of proposals will be done by an AED/C-Change review committee. A Fixed Price Purchase Order will be awarded to the responsible offeror whose proposal  receives the highest ranking against the stated selection criteria (cost, technical approach, capabilities and prior experience) on similar projects.  Once the Fixed Price Purchase Order is awarded, the offeror must return a signed copy of the same to AED/C-Change within twenty-four (24) hours.

Issuance of this RFP does not constitute an award commitment on the part of AED/C-Change nor does it commit AED/C-Change to pay for the costs incurred in the submission of a proposal.  Furthermore, AED/C-Change reserves the right to reject any or all bids received, and to negotiate separately with an offeror, if such action is considered to be in the best interest of AED/C-Change client organization, the United States Agency for International Development. REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS

To carry-out a qualitative assessment to explore the dynamics of cross-generational sex in Jamaica.

I. Background and Principal Objectives 

Cross-generational sex is typically defined as sexual behavior between two people who are at least 10 years apart in age. This behavior usually involves a young woman or man below the age of 20 who has sexual relationships with a man, although on rare occasions it can be with a woman, who is more than 10 years older than he or she is. Most behavioral surveys today, such as the DHS and the AIDS Indicator Survey, address age mixing by asking of those who have engaged in sex in the previous month what was the age of each partner.

One study conducted by the University of North Carolina measured the rate of sexual partners five or more years younger or older using the PLACE method. This is a location driven methodology where interviews are conducted in specific locations where people meet sexual partners. While it is not the same definition as we are using in this study it is the only study directly measuring an age disparity in Jamaica. In this study researchers found that between 45 and 50% of males reported that their youngest sex partner was more than five years younger than they were. Meanwhile, approximately 41% of females reported that their oldest partner was more than five years older than they were.

Over the years, researchers have hypothesized that cross-generational sex may be one of the main drivers of the high levels of HIV among young women. It has also been found in several studies to be associated with transactional and concurrent sexual practices, both now considered among the main drivers of the HIV epidemic. 

Most studies have shown that the underlying reasons for cross-generational sex to take place have to do with such issues as power imbalance, poverty and economics, and a desire to get ahead in school. The specifics in any given setting will vary and for this reason the following study will be conducted in Jamaica.

Overall Goal

The goal of this assessment is to explore the dynamics of cross-generational sex in Jamaica. The information gathered in this assessment will be used as an assessment of the situation and will lead to the development of Social and Behavior Change Communication (SBCC) programs aimed at decreasing cross-generational sexual practices.

II. Scope of Work

The selected research firm, hereafter referred to as the “Contractor,” shall be responsible for ensuring that all aspects of the implementation of the data collection are carried out with the highest quality in order to ensure the most accurate results are obtained. The following is a brief description of the protocol that will be used to guide this research activity. 

The purpose of this qualitative assessment is to explore the dynamics of cross-generational sex in Jamaica. This qualitative evaluation will focus on the men and women who identify as having participated in a cross-generational sexual relationship. This study will inform the development of programs aimed at decreasing cross-generational sexual practices.

The work being carried out through this SOW is to conduct a series of focus groups and in-depth interviews with female and male participants in order to gain their insights, perspectives and risk perception.  In order to conduct this qualitative study, the research team will first need to develop a protocol and budget that meets C-Change’s need for the focus groups and in-depth interviews. Included in the protocol should be the focus group discussion guides and the in-depth interview guides. The remainder of this SOW provides guidance on key sections of the protocol and should each be addressed in clear and precise language.

Target Population

Women and men who have participated in cross-generational sex

Methodology
1. Focus Group Discussions (FGD)

The Contractor shall conduct a series of 10 focus groups; five focus groups each with two of the six demographic groups: 1) women under the age of 20 who have sex with older men and 2) males under the age of 20 who sex with older men. Each group will be made up of seven-to-12 people.  A ten-year age differential will be used to define ‘older’ for all groups.

The Contractor shall work in collaboration with key gate keepers, such as local community based organizations (CBOs), to identify ways to advertise the focus groups and recruit participants. The venues for these focus groups will include clinics, community centers, recreation halls, or other venues provided that the research team has secured permission to use them. Male facilitators will facilitate male groups and female facilitators will facilitate female groups. No cost will be incurred by participants for their participation in the focus groups however refreshments such as cold drinks and snacks will be provided.

As each participant is identified he or she will be taken through an informed voluntary consent process to ensure that they understand the intent of the study and are making their own decision to participate in the study with full awareness and without coercion.

Each focus group will be facilitated by two trained facilitators. They will work with a pre-tested field discussion guide to stimulate discussion and gather the data. All discussions will be digitally audio recorded and stored on a password locked computer to limit access and add to the confidentiality of the data. The focus group discussion room should be:

· large enough to fit everyone comfortably

· in a safe and convenient location

· be accessible by public transportation

The times FGDs are held will be convenient so people can come without having to leave work early or get home too late.

2. In-Depth Interviews

The Contractor shall conduct a series of in-depth interviews with additional members of the two demographic groups with whom FGDs are held, as well as four new demographic groups – older men who have sex with younger women and older men who have sex with younger men; and more limitedly, older women who have sex with younger men and younger men who have sex with older women to add to the depth of information gathered. A total of 70 in-depth interviews will be conducted. Again, C-Change will work closely with partner agencies to recruit participants into this part of the study.

The Contractor shall be responsible for recruiting all participants to the in-depth interviews and will rely heavily on CBOs for this. In addition, they will be encouraged to employ an abbreviated form of Respondent Driven Sampling (RDS) to recruit additional members of each target population. RDS assumes that people with similar behaviors know one another and are able to identify appropriate people to recruit into the interview process. Only a couple of initial ‘seeds’ must be identified and then each of those individuals recruits up to three more people. This quickly reaches the total sample needed for a study of this size. 

Again, all participants will be taken through the informed consent process to ensure that they are freely taking part in this study and that they understand their rights as study participants. The facilitators will use a pre-tested interview guide and be thoroughly trained on its use, note taking and how to make appropriate probes during the interview. They will also be responsible for identifying the space to conduct interviews, as well as recruiting and training interviewers. The interview space must be a neutral place that provides complete privacy to protect participants. It must be easy to access and the times for the interviews must be at a convenient time that will not prevent some participants from coming forward.

3. Short Survey

A short survey that requests basic demographic information and information on trusted sources of communication and media habits will be administered to each FGD and individual interview participant.

II. Key Indicators for FGD, Short Survey, and In-Depth Interviews

The kinds and types of areas that will be explored are:

· Age

· Education level

· Income/work experience

· Socioeconomic class

· Social support system

· Media listenership habits

· Other trusted sources of health information

· Whether they are now or have ever been in a sexual relationship with a someone more than 10 years older or younger than they are

· Questions about sexual behaviors

· Number of lifetime, last year and current partners

· Condom use with various types of partners

· Exchanges of goods or money for sex

· Experiences with a person more than 10 years older or younger than respondent

· Initiation of these kinds of relationships -- who initiates, how they initiate, where people meet?

· Benefits received from participating in this type of relationship

· How they came to be in that relationship and why they are in it

· Power dynamics and violence

· Perceptions of masculinity and sexuality

· Perceptions and beliefs around ideal marriage age, ideal age of partners, role of marriage

· Perceptions of risky behaviors

· Perceptions of gender norms and the relationship to HIV risk

The Contractor shall create and pre-test two field discussion guides, one for FGD and one for in-depth interviews as well as the short survey. Each of the field discussion guides shall include key probes that the facilitators should use to broaden and deepen the information shared. The key probes will be included in the full field discussion guides. The probes will be in keeping with relevant international, regional and local literature as well as research on the issues that will be addressed in the focus groups and interviews. Given that this is a qualitative study, however, the probes are intended to guide, rather than dictate, the course of discussion.

III. Data Quality Control

The data quality control system sets requirements the Contractor shall use qualified persons to perform specific tasks, and meet acceptable work standards. It also states the explicit desired formats of any output and/or reports.

Data collection tools: The Contractor’s transfer of data collection tools to its preferred operating template(s) will adhere to the flow of questions as presented in the final AED-approved data collection tool. Similarly, the Contractor will carefully review all translations to ensure retention of original intended meanings as reflected in the English version cleared with AED. Data collector training will only begin upon AED’s clearance of the reformatted and translated tool, although further revisions to the translated text may be undertaken during training of data collectors. 

Data collection: The Contractor shall share with AED the paper trail of CVs and Scopes of Work of field supervisors and data collectors, enumerator training plans (duration, materials, facilitators, trainee pre-test of questionnaires etc), and field monitoring plans prior to any training and/or data collection activity. Provision is to be made for AED to request, following review of proposed staff CVs and Scopes of Work, the use of appropriately qualified staff for designated tasks, and make recommendations for data collector training. Depending on the desired sample size, provision is to be made for AED to specify the maximum count of interviews per interviewer per day in order to minimize errors inherent with interviewer fatigue. Total data collection days required will be defined on the basis of recommendations for daily maximum count of interviews per data collector. 

Data cleaning and preliminary analyses: The Contractor shall clean data using appropriate software as agreed with AED and submit cleaned data to AED within the agreed timeline. All output from descriptive analyses and/or plots required as part of data inspection and exploration of the nature of variables will be presented in the formats agreed upon with AED at the time of contract.

IV. Analysis

The Contractor shall analyze in-depth interviews using standard approaches of summarizing the results and identifying themes, concerns, comments and issues key to the topic. The Contractor shall analyze the FGDs using standard ethnographic analysis software. The discussions will be audio taped and transcribed for accurate analysis.

All of this data will be combined into one overarching report to describe the underlying dynamics of cross-generational sexual activities. These results will then be shared with key stakeholders working in the area of HIV prevention and be used to guide the design and implementation of campaigns to reduce cross-generational sex in Jamaica. 

V. Ethical considerations 

The Contractor must obtain Voluntary Informed Consent and maintain the highest levels of confidentiality and protection of participants.

Special attention will be paid to define clearly the inputs required from AED to ensure satisfactory implementation of the assignment.

(c) This order may be terminated for constructive default in the event that the AED has reasonable cause to believe that the Vendor will not be able to complete the required supplies/services in accordance with the terms and conditions specified. During this agreement  and thereafter, Contractor agrees to take all actions and execute any documents that AED may consider necessary to obtain or maintain copyrights, whether during the application for copyright or during the conduct of an interference, infringement, litigation, or other matter (AED shall pay all related expenses). These liquidated damages shall be in addition to any excess costs for re-purchase.  Vendor will not be charged with liquidated damages when delay of delivery or performance is beyond the control and without the fault or negligence of the Vendor.

Vendor Terms and Conditions.  The terms and conditions of this purchase order shall supercede any other terms and conditions except those expressly accepted by AED.

Gratuities.
